
INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS 
RTT LED LIGHT FIXTURE    
APPLICATION: Hazardous Location 

Carefully read the instructions pertaining to your fixture 
thoroughly. IF YOU HAVE ANY QUESTIONS REGARDING 
THE PROPER INSTALLATION OR LOCAL CODES, CONSULT 
A QUALIFIED ELECTRICIAN.

Both cord set and hard wired fixtures are intended for 
connection to a grounded, three-wire source of supply.

Ensure fixture is properly grounded before testing.

Do not install outdoors or in applications other than 
intended use.

Injury to persons and damage to the fixture and/or 
mounting surface may occur if the fixture is pulled from the 
surface. To reduce risk of injury or damage, mount only to a 
mechanically sound surface.

Install and wire the fixture in locations in accordance with 
all national, state and local codes.

To avoid shock hazard, do not work with live electrical 
wires.

This fixture is intended for wet/damp/dry applications.

THIS PRODUCT MUST BE INSTALLED IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE APPLICABLE 
INSTALLATION CODE BY A PERSON FAMILIAR WITH THE CONSTRUCTION AND OPERATION 
OF THE PRODUCT AND THE HAZARDS INVOLVED.

RISK OF FIRE; MINIMUM OF 90°C SUPPLY CONDUCTOR SHOULD BE USED. CONSULT A

REMINDER: TO AVOID ELECTRIC SHOCK HAZARD,

 (CIRCUIT BOX) BEFORE BEGINNING INSTALLATION!

Carefully remove fixture from packaging. Use gloves to 
prevent dirt and oils from transferring to the unit. Inspect

 the fixture for any defects before proceeding.

CAUTION: EDGES MAY BE SHARP: Carefully remove
 lens from fixture by gently un-snapping

 one side at a time, and set aside.

Line up flange of fixture with existing stud and secure
with 1" wood screws. Wire fixture according to all

national, state and local codes.

Carefully remove fixture from packaging. Use gloves to 
prevent dirt and oils from transferring to the unit. Inspect

 the fixture for any defects before proceeding.
Remove LED assembly and set aside.

Note fixture measurements. Transfer measurements
 to wall/ceiling material and make cut outs.

Slide wall/ceiling material over fixture until 
it reaches face of flange.

Perform any taping/clean up and re-install lens cover.

IMPORTANT NOTE

The fixture DOES NOT need to 
be opened for installation. Doing 

so will compromise it's 
Hazardous Location rating and 

void the warranty.
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Caulk the perimeter of the light fixture lens frame with 
the appropriate caulking.

Wire the fixture in accordance with all local,  and 
government codes by a qualified technician. 

NOTE: All wiring connections are available at the 
end of the 6FT whip. DO NOT disconnect the 

CONDUIT  HUB or the FIXTURE-END of the whip.

The luminaries shall be wired so that it will be 
de-energized during the bake/cure cycle of the paint 
spray booth. The fixture is for installation in a paint 

spray booth with maximum bake/cure temperature of 
200 degrees (94 degrees C).
